OLD BUSINESS
• Barnesville/Slidell/Bucklodge Roads (Ann Davies/Melissa Foster):

Warning and stop signs are due to be installed by August. The dangerous curve sign is already up on Barnesville and Bucklodge Roads, in both directions.

• Buckridge Court Truck Depot (C.W. Wright) (Melissa Foster): 

In efforts to downgrade the industrial park’s zoning, a lawyer and planner have been consulted by the BCA, costing $2,000. It was discovered that the reason we have not seen any permitting activity is because it has been under a different name. The Snouffer School property is still a potential site and preliminary plans are underway.

NEW BUSINESS
• Black Hill Regional Park (Arthur Virts): 

Arthur explained that the park (Jim McMahon) has made a path to provide access to the west side of the park between Barnesville and Gamby Roads. A Motion was made, second, and passed for Arthur to draw up a resolution to thank the park for its continued support to the Boyds community.

• George Chadwick dedication sign in the Black Hill Regional Park (Arthur Virts):

Mrs. Chadwick approved the language for the stone and trail signs. The ceremony is scheduled for late spring.
• Streetlights in Boyds (Arthur Virts):

There are 15 streetlights out in the area. The county requires the pole numbers to replace the bulbs. Eskin Huff and Lou Spencer offered to help Arthur to record and submit the pole numbers to the county.

• Thompson Farm and the Planning Board (Del Laminan):
Peter Eeg represented the Boyds community at a planning board meeting earlier this month concerning the development of the Thompson Farm. The parcel of land at Old Baltimore and Slidell Roads does not perk (correction 4/15/04), but the board would allow cluster development in that area. Del appealed the decision and the board reversed its decision. The Audubon Society has a volunteer lawyer looking into this issue as well.

• Old railroad lot at 121 and 117 (Del Laminan):

It was noted that the lot at the corner of Clarksburg and Barnesville Roads is really becoming an eyesore. Del will see if the owner, William Anderson, can do something.
