Minutes concerning the Child Lots were amended: Child lots…”could only be sold after a minimum of five years from the time the house is built…”
Treasurer’s Report (Steve Gibson) passed: $21,216.34

OLD BUSINESS

( Picnic: no plans for the fall

( Christmas Tree Lighting (Merritt Ednie): This fun event hosted 75 kids and their parents.
( CW Wright (Melissa Foster): SCW Wright is still waiting to receive the permits from Frederick County for a lot on Dr. Perry Road near I-270 in Ijamsville. The Boyds location is zoned for light industrial “I”.

NEW BUSINESS

( White Ground Road Bridge (Del Laminan): There is a proposal to widen the approach to the bridge to be 24 ft. wide (16 ft. wide plus 4 ft. on each side). In order to decrease cut-through traffic on White Ground Rd., the BCA will ask the state to remove the sign, “To Rt. 28,” at the intersection of Clopper and Clarksburg Roads.
( Police Training Center (Anne Davies): The training center might be moving to Elmer School Road in Elmer, MD west of Poolesville.

( Clarksburg (Kathie Hulley): Meeting with Ombudsman: January 25 at 7:30 pm at Stringtown Rd. and Rt. 355

( North County Maintenance Depot (Kathie Hulley): Ride On wants a depot for 250 buses upcounty and is looking at the land on Weyland Rd. near the Clarksburg jail.
( Kingsley Wilderness (Kathie Hulley): This school for habitual truants was closed in June 2007. Naturalists and environmentalists are now using the school and the 320-acres. There are 28 years of plant records.
( Cabin Branch development (Kathie Hulley): The triangle of land bordered by I-270, Rt. 121, and W. Old Baltimore is now slated for 200 plus houses.
( Rt. 355 and W. Old Baltimore (Kathie Hulley): Development is on hold until the water problem is addressed.
( Thompson Farm (Jay Cinque): Billy Jamison is interested in preserving the Thompson Farm on Slidell Rd. via the Legacy Open Space Program. The 437 acres is contiguous to Bucklodge Forest bordering the Ten Mile Creek and Black Hill Regional Park. The farm can serve as a connective link to Little Bennett Park and serve as a boundary between the developable land and the boundary of the Boyds region of the Ag Reserve. A motion was passed to support the nomination of the Thompson Farm for the Legacy Open Space Program. A letter has been written to be submitted to the Legacy Open Space Advisory Board. There is a meeting on January 29.

( Dawsonville Gas Station: The old gas station, also known as the “shopping center,” at the corner of Rt. 28 and White Ground Rd. might be repurposed into a wine and beer store. Due the fact that that water is from a well and the septic system is limited, there will be no food preparation and employees will be limited to two or three. Improvements might include a silo on the corner and an impervious road service. The BCA is concerned with the control of runoff into the nearby area and the increased traffic on White Ground Rd. A motion was passed to send a letter to Park and Planning concerning the following issues: the lack of notification/communication on this issue, the widening of the road, the traffic implications, and the water runoff.
( Elections (Merritt Ednie): Merritt combed the Boyds’ community for volunteers to serve as officers of the BCA. At tonight’s meeting Merritt added his name to the nomination slate. A motion was passed to nominate Merritt Ednie as President, Jim McDaniel as Vice-President, Steve Gibson as Treasurer, and Maggie Bartlett as Secretary. This nomination slate was voted and accepted unanimously
