(  Plan ahead to be prepared for emergencies with a house evacuation plan, stored canned food, water, hygiene items, flashlights, cell phones and chargers, radio, medications, diapers, sleeping bags, blankets, and pet food. 

(  Consider special needs of family members, like wheelchairs and oxygen tanks.

(  Have copies of paperwork, like insurance bank accounts, birth certificates, and social security numbers.

Bob Jones (Emergency Management and Homeland Security for Montgomery County)
(  “Alert Montgomery” uses e-mail/text to alert residents about watches, alerts, warnings, road closures, and water main breaks.

(  Tell your neighbors if you plan to be away for more than 4-5 hours.
(   Make a Plan to evacuate (Note: The Boyds Presbyterian Church is planning to be an emergency shelter.)

Richard Bowers (Fire Chief, Montgomery County)

(  Ballot Question:

· For/Affirm/Yes: will vote to allow collections from insurance companies

· No/Repeal current bill/Against: if you don’t want the County to collect

Scott Graham (Fire Chief, Montgomery County)
(  Insurance rates cover $400-700 of transport fee and it then pays the Fire & Rescue $267.

(  No research shows that the recovery fee makes people hesitate to call 911.

(  At the hospital, fees are sent directly to insurance company.

Doug Rosenfeld (Republican County Executive Candidate)
(  Very concerned about Leggett lack of management with $1 billion deficit, ambulance fee, energy tax, layoffs and furloughs.

(  Increased spending results in reallocations of services taking funds from education.
Robin Ficker (County Council Candidate)

(  Only candidate living in the Ag Reserve, trying to protect it, and owns a tractor.
OLD BUSINESS / UPDATES
(  Boyds Historical Society (Maggie Bartlett):

- Welcomes any interested people as new members

- Meeting is the last Wednesday of each month

(  Hilltop Farms Limited Partnership (Allen Noble): Slidell & W. Old Baltimore: Appeal was lost today, but another appeal was filed to the Court of Appeals.

(  Water Quality Working Group: reported that it will look at the Master Plan and amend it, and that it will go forward as planned that the County Council will ask for more information.

(  Global Mission Church (I-270 / Old One Hundred Rd., a designated Rustic Road): The church appealed the Frederick Commission who denied the water permit.

( Cabin Branch Development / Summerfield Crossing (W. Old Baltimore / Rt. 121 / I-270): The bad economy is still driving the (lack of) development.

( Hospitals: The state reviewer is sending its recommendations to the State Hospital Healthcare Commission after the election, sometime mid-December.

( Zorastrian Temple: Construction is progressing even though there were no public hearings for the 250-seat house of worship. There is concern about the excessive water usage similar to the Global Mission Church. Merritt will possibly request someone to talk about it at the January meeting. 
( MARC Train Station: New sign should be working in January 2011; 18 newly painted parking lines are scheduled; and CSX lines poorly affect passenger lines along the Brunswick line. The Boyds Presbyterian Church will offer extra parking Monday through Friday.
( Upcounty Action Group will meet at the Black Rock Center for the Arts on Oct. 23 2:00-4:30 pm. ($20). Their website is: upcountyaction.org.

NEW BUSINESS

(  Sugarloaf Regional Rails (Peg Coleman): Peg will present at the agricultural “Greenprint for the Future Conference” which will take place in October 2011. Nearby counties will be invited and contributions are welcome. There will be farm tours.
