ANNOUNCEMENTS

(  Dean’s Garage (Rt. 121 and Barnesville Rd.) is now Poolesville Small Engine run by Carl Hobbs doing repairs and selling small engine parts and equipment.

MOTION passed to have BCA write letter to the Montgomery County Council and Ike Leggett to require the clean up of the junk yard.

OLD BUSINESS
(  Boyds MARC Train Station (Miriam Schoenbaum): New schedule has four AM and five PM daily stops in Boyds. The future Cabin Branch development will also increase ridership and needs to be considered.

MOTION passed for BCA to write a letter to the County Council to find out how it plans to deal with the parking overflow for the Boyds train station. 

(  Midcounty Highway Extended: An environmental study is needed to extend the highway 6 miles (6-8 lanes wide) running parallel to Rte. 355 and I-270. BCA members requested a representative to come and talk at a future meeting. 

(  Zoroastrian Temple (Merritt Ednie): Construction has slowed down due to the cost for change orders. An open house is to come. It was suggested that the owners mow the grass.

SPEAKERS
(  Cabin Branch Project (121/W. Old Baltimore/270)

The 535 acres plan to have commercial, residential and hotel development by Adventist Healthcare, Toll Brothers, Winchester Homes and Gozzell Properties. Plans were presented about how the roads and development areas will progress over the various phases. Broad Street will be created with 210 units and then Rte. 121 will be widened for another 211-420 units. The first block will include 175 units (Winchester) and 100-200 units (Toll Brothers). W. Old Baltimore lost its Rustic Road status and will be upgraded to two lanes with a bike path. There will be a new exchange at I-270 and New Cut Rd. There were concerns about traffic and transportation, light pollution, and fire and rescue needs. Some positive thoughts were possible increased MARC ridership that could result in more often stops by MARC trains. The water tower will not be located at W. Old Baltimore and Clarksburg Rd. but up by the salt domes by I-270. 

( Linthicum Farm is approved for 253 units.
