SPECIAL PRESENTATIONS

(  Roberto Duke and Leslie Saville (Parking and traffic problems in Boyds): Roberto and Leslie provided additional information about how Park and Planning proposes to alleviate current and anticipated future traffic/commuter problems. A Communities Design Workshop will be held at the Upcounty offices on March 7 (Agencies), 14 (Boyds), 15 (Germantown), and 16 (Synthesis) to discuss these issues and allow for the community input. OLD BUSINESS

(  Boyds Historical Society (BHS) (Miriam Schoenbaum): The BHS has submitted an application for a Preservation Maryland grant to pay for much needed repairs to the Boyds Negro School, costing an estimated $15,000. The grant awards should be announced around March 2016. The grant is for a maximum of $10,000, so the BHS also needs to figure out how to fund the remaining $5,000. Suggestions were to approach Clark Construction who performed the renovations over 10 years ago. And yet another reminder, the BHS is always looking for new members and donations. The BHS will start the monthly open houses on April 24. The open houses are scheduled for the last Sunday of each month, April through October 2-4 pm.

( Boyds Signs (gray and brown) (Hammet Hough): There are several signs, both the gray “Historical Boyds” ones and the brown ones, that need repair. It was suggested that this would be a good Boy Scout or SSL project. It was also proposed that any new signs include the respective websites. Also suggested was to add the word “Historic” on the sign for the Boyds Negro School.

( Boyd-Maughlin House (Marilyn De Reggi): Marilyn continues to ward off the Park and Planning’s efforts to take the house back. The De Reggi family has worked incredibly hard and invested money to renovate the Park’s dilapidated house to its current wonderful condition. The De Reggis propose to use the historic house as a cultural events venue and as a Bed and Breakfast. The BCA has supported their efforts.
NEW BUSINESS

(  Photographer interested in selling photos (Hammet Hough): Hammet suggested that the BCA organized a Boyds-centric multi-vendor event to be held one time (or multiple times) a year. Co-president of the Boyds Historical Society, Maggie Bartlett, reminded the members that the BHS held a crafts fair in October noting that it was the major source of income for the BHS for 2015. She suggested that since the BCA treasury is in good shape, maybe the proceeds could go to the Boyds Historical Society to help pay for needed repairs. Please send your ideas to Hammet Hough.
