October 20, 2016 Meeting Minutes
Call to Order: President Hammet Hough called the Boyds Civic Association (BCA) to order on October 21, 2016. There were about 26 people in attendance.

SPECIAL PRESENTATIONS 

(Future Transportation Options)
Bus Rapid Transit (BRT): Joana Conklin (MCDOT): The BRT vehicles is a combination of a bus and a train with dedicated lanes, pre-paid fares, enhanced stations, and multiple door boarding (faster boarding). The MD 355 BRT is proposed as a 102-mile network in Montgomery County and is a partnership between the MD Department of Transportation and the Montgomery County Department of Transportation. They are studying two segments: South (Bethesda to Rockville) and North (Rockville to Clarksburg). There is a Corridor Advisory Committees (CAC) that meets every 2-3 months. The website is:

Corridor Cities Transitway (CCT) Kyle Nebbard/ Rick Kiegel (MTA): CCT is a proposed route on mixed traffic or median roadways using 60-foot articulated diesel-hybrid electric vehicles running every 5-minutes (peak) to every 10 minutes (off peak). The Phase 1 proposed 9-mile route is on the west side of I-270 from the Shady Grove Metro, to Universities at Shady Grove, to Kentlands, and up to the MARC Metropolitan Grove station. There are no proposed changes to Ride On, WMATA or local shuttle networks. Some of the corridors have already been in some areas’ 1980-1990 master plans. 

Important note: the FY’17-FY-’22 funding has been deferred beyond 2022. 
MOTION passed for the Boyds Civic Association to join the Corridor Advisory Committee and selected Jim Shelton as our representative.
OLD BUSINESS

(  Boyds Signs (gray and brown) (Hammet Hough): Signs have been repaired costing additional $375 for a total of $1,725. 

(  Boyds Historical Society (BHS) (Carol Purcell/Maggie Bartlett): 

-  Boyds Arts and Crafts Festival on October 15 at the Boyds Presbyterian Church’s Vail Building raised $956 for the Boyds Historical Society’s efforts to repair the Boyds Negro School (estimated to cost $15,000). Big thanks to our many co-sponsors. 

-  Our local state representatives are submitting a proposal for a bond bill for $16,000. BHS will need to cover 50% of the bond. The BHS will continue to accept donations.

-  The BHS hosted a tour for Leadership Montgomery (37 people) on October 19. 

-  Members are always welcome. 

-  Last open house for 2016 is October 30.

(  Traffic signal at Clopper and Clarksburg Rds. (Hammet Hough for Chris Arndt/Beverly Rollins): Other options are being considered for this intersection. Nothing will happen before the summer 2017. County Council will meet in Rockville on November 10, 5:30-7:30 pm.

(  Boyds MARC Mini Master Plan (Miriam Schoenbaum/Leslie Saville): The overpass/underpass study is continuing. There will be a preliminary recommendation presented at a community meeting. The BCA will be able to review the plan as well.
NEW BUSINESS

(  BCA Nominating Committee: Anne Davies, Jay Cinque, and Marge Turbyfill will provide a proposed slate of people willing to serve as BCA officers. Nominations from the floor are also welcome. A vote will be taken at the January 19, 2017 Annual Meeting.
(  Death of Peg Coleman (Marge Turbyfill): A service will be held on October 29 at 11:00 am at the Boyds Presbyterian Church with a reception to follow at Peg’s beloved Pleasant Springs Bed and Breakfast. BCA will provide cheese and crackers. Del Laminan suggested that the many stories written by Peg be posted on the BCA web site.

(  BCA By-laws (Hammet Hough): Updates and revisions were discussed.

MOTION passed by acclamation to accept the revised by-laws.

(  Poolesville Small Engine (Hammet Hough): Carl Hobbs will not renew the lease proposed by Anderson family and will close his business.

Next BCA meeting: January 19, 2017 at 7:30 pm will be the BCA Annual Meeting.

Motion to adjourn was passed.
