OLD BUSINESS

( Upcounty Citizens Advisory Board (Jim Shelton): No new business

( Traffic Committee (Chris Arndt):
The traffic light will actually be two lights, one at Clarksburg and Barnesville Rds. and another at Clarksburg and Clopper Rds. Installation is estimated to be in another four months. Discussion continues with property owners. 
( BCA Nominating Committee (Anne Davies): Two more committee members are needed. Notice will be sent out two weeks prior to election. Members must be in good standing to vote (paid 2018 dues).
( Boyds Historical Society (BHS) (VP Miriam Schoenbaum/ Pres. Maggie Bartlett): BHS is always looking for new members. Due to the lack of artist participation because of conflicting craft fairs, the BHS is canceling the annual arts and craft festival. The repairs to the Boyds Negro School are almost complete. Maggie Bartlett attended MD’s Division of General Services seminar to learn how to be reimbursed with Maryland bond bill funds. BHS participated in the Germantown Flea Market earning $279 toward the school repairs. The BHS requested an additional $500 to help fund the repairs.

( Western Upper Montgomery County Help, Inc. (WUMCO) (Chris Arndt): Discussion from the July meeting suggested that the BCA donate to WUMCO.

NEW BUSINESS

( MOTION: A motion was made for an additional $500 for the BNS repairs. Discussion led to amend the motion for the BCA to donate $1,000 of BCA’s capital funds for the BNS repairs. The motion was seconded and passed.

( MOTION: A motion was made, seconded and passed to donate $500 to WUMCO as a one-time donation.
