Treasurer’s Report (Chris Arndt): $12,737.18 (as of 3/31/18). $120 was collected for new members of the Boyds Historical Society.
OLD BUSINESS
( Transportation Committee (Beverly Rollins): There has been significant progress with CSX Railroad. The construction of the light at Clopper and Clarksburg Rds. may start in the summer 2018. Designs are yet to come.
NEW BUSINESS
( Proclamation to WUMCO: Pres. Hammet Hough presented a proclamation in support of Western Upper Montgomery County Help, Inc. (WUMCO) as it celebrates its 50th Anniversary. Accepting on behalf of WUMCO was Pres. Ray Hoewig, Food Coord. Jeff Speck, and Volunteer Transportation Coord. Link Hoewig. Below is the wording of the proclamation:

· Provides emergency financial assistance to allow people to stay in their homes or keep on critical utilities such as water, electricity or heat;

· Provides emergency financial assistance for rent or mortgage payments;

· Provides emergency financial assistance for medical copays or prescription costs that are not covered by insurance but are often essential to the health of clients;

· Provides food assistance to many in temporary need;

· Provides transportation assistance by volunteers to medical appointments and social services;
· Provides assistance with car maintenance allowing clients to get to work and appointments; and
· Provides emergency “assistance from the heart” and offers life-saving assistance for those in need.
Therefore, I, Hammet Hough, as President of the Boyds Civic Association, hereby proclaim on April 19, 2018 that Western Upper Montgomery County Help, Inc. is an extraordinary and essential organization as it celebrates its 50th Anniversary. ( MARC Resolution: MOTION passed unanimously:

“The Boyds Civic Association supports the expansion of the Boyds MARC station through the acquisition of the Anderson Property, across the railroad tracks from the current station. If the expanded station is insufficient, the Boyds Civic Association supports the construction of a new Boyds station at the Fling property, next to the railroad tracks. The Boyds Civic Association believes that the Boyds Local Park should be reserved for agricultural, park, or recreational uses, and opposes use of the Boyds Local Park for the Boyds MARC station or other transportation purposes.”
